



Academic Programs Dashboard
The SUNY Academic Programs Dashboard supports program planning and assessment by enabling users to create customized reports about academic programs every SUNY campus.  

Permission and Log In (Figure 1).  Go to https://www.suny.edu/analytics and select “Do you need help?” and then select “How do I gain access to an application?” in the drop down menu to request permission to use “OBI_PASS - Program Assessment” dashboards from your Security Administrator.  Once you have permission, go to the same page to log in.

Enrollment Trends by Program — Enroliment s anayed by academic program, discipline (CIF2 — CIPG) and specific award.

Enrollment by Student Characteristics - Demographic groups are arrayed by academic program, discipline (CIP2), and specific award. Possible demographic displays include gender, racefethnicity,
age group and studentworkload (fulipar)

Enrollment by Residency — Students permanert residence is arrayed by academic program, CIPZ, and specific award. Possible residency tables include breakdowns by NYS, Other US, Infernational,
along with various reports organized by NYS county and regions.

Retention Trends — Firstyear retention is arrayed by program, discipline (CIP2) and award. Optional breakdowns are available by gender, race and residence. Exercise caution when viewing
baccalaureate programs, since the perfarmance of irstyear cohorts may be misleading. Many acadermic programs limit o prohibitirst-year matriculation, 5o the displayed results may not represent
typical student outcomes

Deurees Granted Trends — Counts of degrees awarded by program, discipline (CIP2), and award are reported. Optional breakdowns are available by gender or race.
